2016 Budget  

 

The 2016 budget is considerably greater 

than 2015 to account for the 63rd Street 

bridge and road rehabilitation project. 

The City encumbered funds for this pro-

ject and received a considerable amount 

of intergovernmental funds through the 

County Assisted Road System (CARS) 

program. Typically more than fifty-

percent of Mission Hill’s revenues are col-

lected through property taxes. Another 

important funding source is sales tax, 

which is collected on sales at the three 

country clubs and items delivered in Mis-

sion Hills.  

The expenditures reflect the large street 

maintenance and capital improvement 

projects scheduled for 2016. The Council’s 

priorities include a 5% increase in Capital 

Improvement Program (CIP) spending in 

order to preserve and maintain the integ-

rity of City infrastructure. The expendi-

tures also reflect the Council’s priorities 

of maintaining current police services, 

increasing maintenance efforts, and 

planting 100 new trees.
